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different categories and the two additional categories are
mentioned in sub clauses (i) and (ii). Any other interpretation
would make clauses (i) and (ii) totally redundant because then an
NGO could never be covered. By specifically bringing NGOs it is
obvious that the intention of the Parliament was to include these
two categories mentioned in sub clauses (i) and (ii) in addition to
the four categories mentioned in clauses (a) to (d)........ "

“The Right to Information(http://righttoinformation.gov.in) Act,
2005(22 of 2005) has been enacted by the Parliament to
information under the control of public authorities in order to
promote transparency and accountability in the working of every
public authority.

Whereas some provision of this act have come info effect
immediately on its enactment (that is on 15 June 2005) other
provision shall come info effect on 100/120 days of its enactment.
All universities and colleges are therefore advised to carefully go
through this Act and take necessary steps for implementation of
various provision including proactive including proactive
disclosure of certain kind of information Such information shall be
made available to the public at large through the website by the
concerned university/ colleges.
